SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

ACCOUNTING CONVENTION :

The financial statements are prepared on the basis of historical cost convention, unless otherwise states and on the
accrual method of accounting

INVENTORY VALUATION :

Inventory is valued at cost or realizable value whichever is less. At the year end value of inventary is NIL.
INVESTMENTS :

[nvestments classified as " long term investments" are carried at cost

REVENUE RECOGNITION

All Receipts are accounted for on accrual basis except Guest House/ Hostel fees & FDR interest.

FIXED ASSETS :

Fixed assets are stated at cost of acquisition inclusive of inward freight, duties and taxes and incidental and direct
expenses related to acquisition.

DEPRECIATION /AMORTIZATION:

i) Depreciation is provided as per rates specified in the Companies Act 1956 at W.D.V. method except depreciation on
cost adjustment arising on account of conversion of foreign currency liabilities for acquisition of fixed assets, which is
amortized over the residual life of the respective assets. Depreciation is provided at half the rate for assets purchased after
30th september.

ii) Assets costing Rs. 5000/- or less each are fully provided.

iii) The annual amortization expense for a leasehold land is the cost of the leasehold land divided by the lease term,
assuming straight-line amortization.

GOVERNMENT GRANTS/SUBSIDIES :

i) Where the Government Grants are in the nature of capital contribution, i.e., they are given with reference to the total or
part investment or by way of contribution towards its total or part capital outlay, are recognized as "Contribution towards
Capital Fund" under head "Corpus/Capital Fund" and if received as compensation for expenses or losses incurred or to be
incurred in a previous accounting period are recognized as income under income & expenditure account. Grants received
from Sponsoring agencies for specific Projects are recognized as " Earmarked Funds"

i) Government grants/subsidy's are accounted on realization basis.

FOREIGN CURRENCY TRANSACTION:

Transactions denominated in foreign currency are accounted at the exchange rate prevailing at the date of the transaction.

RETIREMENT BENEFITS :

i) Liability towards gratuity payable on deth/retirement of employees is made on the basis of estimated liability to the
extent of employees retiring in next five years.

i) Provision for accumulated leave encashment benefit to the employees is accrued and computed on the assumption that
employees are enft/il !

2) As per the standard accounting practices depreciation on Fixed Assets has been provided from 2002-2003
as per the rates specified in the Companies Act,1956

3) Itis explained that wrong entry of Provision for leave encashment/gratuity in finanacial 2016-17 is rectified
as per accounting principle and revised provision is made.

4) Taxation:- Inview of there being no taxable income under Income Tax Act 1961, No provision for Income
Tax has been considered necessary.

5) It is explained by the management it has maintained fixed assets register and has also conducted physical
verification of fixed assets during the financial year 2017-18. We verified the fixed assets register as well as
fixed assets on random basis.

6) As informed to us, the land on which the NCCS complex is situated is owned by the State Government of
Maharashtra.
